9th Grade Transitional POL for Aguirre/Solis Team
Why a Transitional Presentation of Learning?

All 9th grade students will have the opportunity to show off what he/she has learned over the past year and demonstrate that he/she has the skills to successfully move on to the 10th grade.

What if a student doesn’t pass the TPOL?

If a student does not pass the transitional POL and is not passing his/her class, he/she will not be invited back to HTH next year.  Students who fail the TPOLs will not receive their grades until they do.  
What are the requirements for the TPOL?

1. The allotted time for the TPOL is twenty minutes including a 3-5 minute introduction and 10-12 minutes of Q & A.
2. Each student needs to have updated his/her digital portfolio with evidence of his/her best work (a minimum of 6 artifacts/projects from the 9th grade; 3 from humanities and 3 from math/physics).
3. A thesis paper, minimum one page and cover page.
What will the Q & A be like?
After a brief introduction highlighting their 6 chosen topics, students will be required to answer content questions about what they have learned during the entire year concerning only those particular topics. The math/physics questions will ask the students to demonstrate a comprehensive knowledge of that content, its relevance to the real world and their personal growth through their use of critical thinking skills. The humanities questions will cover that content area and growth in reading, writing and critical thinking skills.
Each student will receive a detailed spreadsheet with possible content questions for the TPOL.  It is the student’s responsibility to be prepared to answer any questions on the topics they have introduced in their presentation.
Who assesses the TPOL?

A panel will be made up of a minimum of one 10th grade teacher and two 9th grade teachers.  
How do I pass the TPOL?

The rubric has a total of 75 possible points.  A student must receive a MINIMUM of 55 points to pass.  However, if a student receives a five or lower on any one of the content sections, they will   be required to redo their entire TPOL.
