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Taco Salad Project Sheet
Driving question: How do sound and light become art?

Your topic and partners have been chosen. The date for the film festival is Wednesday, June 13. Below are the requirements leading up to the golden night. Your team has a choice. You may follow the schedule and deadlines as listed below or you may set your own schedule. 

DOCUMENTATION

Work Log- this will used to determine what percentage of your grade you get in Humanities. The team will earn points through meeting deadlines and score earned for film (the essay is an individual grade). The log will be evidence for what you did so make sure it is accurate. What is required is a daily entry and a one page reflection at the end. Anything else that you want to include (for example, problems anticipated, faced and solved, work behaviors, short reflections) will be smiled upon by me as we review your log. Warning: do not do just the minimum and then expect to get 100% of the grade. Be thorough. Be thoughtful about your reflections. Demonstrate that you are thinking about the problems and trying to solve them. The log will also be helpful for a source for your TPOL. Log will be checked Monday, April 30 and Tuesday, May 29.
Gantt Chart – this will track the teams progress throughout the project.  In Math & Science, you will learn how to use Microsoft Project to create an up-to-date work plan with benchmarks.
Studio name and logo - this must be on (or in for laptops) your computers. This is due on Tuesday, April 17th.  You will also determine if you will follow the predetermined schedule or your own.
Primary Sources - Please show you have found twenty-five primary sources related to your pioneer and physics concept. Two must be primary documents. All you need to do is to show me on your computer and I will sign off. This is due Friday, April 19. 

Script and Storyboard (1st Minute) - a script and storyboard for your first minute is required before you can move on to the next component. Make sure you include indications of silence or music. Make sure you label by who is speaking (narrator/voice over #1, voice of Thomas Edison, who is being interviewed, etc.). You must combine your script with the storyboard. Every shot must include a rough drawing (copy of photo is better) and how it is panned (if it is). Only the first sentence from your script must be on each shot. You must use the template provided.  This is due on Wednesday, May 9. 
Script and Storyboard (complete) - a script and storyboard (using the template or creating your own) for the rest of your film is due Thursday, May 17.
Research Paper - a three page paper (one essay per student) that addresses the driving question. Bibliography required (at least 3 non internet sources must be included). This is due on Tuesday, May 22.
Flash animation - Your animation (one flash per student) demonstrating how your physics concept works must be complete by Wednesday, May 30.
Critique - Your film is due for review on Monday, June 4. It must be critiqued by two different teams, reworked and critiqued by one more team. Your film must be complete at this point so it may be reviewed. Opening title and closing credits not necessary at this point. Please do not render yet.

 Complete and Rendered - Your film must be ready for download onto a DVD format on Thursday, 7 and cannot exceed twelve minutes in length including title and credits. Reminder- if you are using the computers in the classroom, create a folder on the v(j, e, f)-drive (find it on My Computer) and store your work there or on an external drive. Do not save your work any place else! Other requirements:

habits of mind for the Documentary
1. Relevance: Your film must attempt to show how Sound, Light, & Art are relevant.
2. Context: Historical & Scientific
3: Perspective: Art & Civil Rights
3. Evidence: Primary Source (Minimum two primary documents*)
You may want to interview an expert in the field, film it and incorporate into your documentary. Please see me if you are considering this option. I highly encourage you taking on this challenge but there is a right and wrong way to do this.
Taco Salad Awards: four Taquito awards (Best Animation, Best Script, Best Score, Best Editing) and the Whole Enchilada (Best Overall)
* Remember to utilize at least two primary source documents in your documentary. This can be a newspaper, letter, table, journal entry, music score, sketch, artifact, drawing, map, etc.
